Time to Decide  

Why should we be concerned about what will happen after our 

lives here on earth? after all, we may think, there is still a long 

time to go.  

 Man has many opinions about what will happen to the spirit 

(or the soul) when one leaves the land of the living such as:  

• Life does not continue to exist in the "afterlife" after death.   

• Every creature, created in the image of God, will live 

eternally with God, its creator.   

• There is an eternal life with God and an eternal death 

with the devil - Satan.   

  

This Bible study on this topic is divided into three parts:   

1. Living For Eternal Life (with God).   

2. Living For Eternal Death (in hell).   

3. Invitation from God. Note: Word and phrase underlining 

have been added for better emphasis.  

  

Are You Living For The AFTER-LIFE (Heaven)?  

  
People who believe there is eternal life with the creator and the 

righteous or eternal death with the devil and the unrighteous 

attempt to follow some interpretation of God’s principles, 

precepts and commands. God requires a person to be “In Christ” 

to be acceptable.  “In him we have redemption through his 

blood, the forgiveness of our trespasses, according to the riches 

of his grace” (Ephesians 1:7). “Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, 

he is a new creation; old things have passed away; behold, all 

things have become new” (2 Corinthians 5:17).  

  

The lifestyle of these people will include:  

1. Loving, honoring, glorifying, praising and worshiping God as 

He has directed in His Word  

2. Desiring the best for everyone, even their enemies.  

3. Providing for needs, the widows, orphans and especially 

Christians.  

  

Since redemption, the forgiveness of our sins is I Christ our 

primary concern should be learning how Christ desires us to live.  

It should be obvious that His commands, teachings and 

examples are to be found in His Word.  One teaching is in the 

following parable:

• Existe una vida eterna con Dios y una muerte 

eterna con el diablo --Satanás. Este estudio 

bíblico sobre este tema está dividido en tres 

partes:  

1. Viviendo Para la Vida Eterna (con Dios).  

2. Viviendo Para la Muerte Eterna (en el 

infierno).  

3. Invitación de Dios.  
Nota: El subrayado de palabras y frases han sido agregados 

para un mejor énfasis.  

  

Lección1: Viviendo Para la Vida Eterna (con 

Dios)  
La gente que cree que existe una “vida eterna”, junto 

con Dios y los justos, y una “muerte eterna”, junto 

con el diablo y los injustos, intenta seguir algunas 

interpretaciones de los principios, reglas y 

mandamientos de Dios que se ven en las Sagradas 

Escrituras –La Biblia. Dios requiere que la persona 

“este en Cristo” para será aceptable. “De modo que 

si alguno está en Cristo, nueva criatura es: las cosas 

viejas pasaron; todas son hechas nuevas.” (Segunda 

Corintios 5: 17 –RV 1995).  
La manera que estas personas viven tendría que 

incluir:  

1. Amar, dar honor, glorificar, alabar y adorar a 
Dios como El ha indicado en Su Palabra -la 
Biblia.  

2. Desear lo mejor para todos, incluyendo a 
sus enemigos.  

3. Proveer por aquellos que están en 
necesidad, las viudas, huérfanos y 
especialmente los cristianos.  



Ya que “En él (Cristo) tenemos la redención mediante 

su sangre, el perdón de nuestros pecados”,  



 



On one occasion an expert in the law stood up to test 

Jesus. "Teacher," he asked, "what must I do to inherit 

eternal life?"  "What is written in the Law?" he replied. 

"How do you read it?"  He answered: "'Love the Lord 

your God with all your heart and with all your soul and 

with all your strength and with all your mind'; and, 'Love 

your neighbor as yourself.'"  "You have answered 

correctly," Jesus replied. "Do this and you will live."  But 

he wanted to justify himself, so he asked Jesus, "And who 

is my neighbor" (Luke 10:25-29)?  

  

After relating the parable of the “Good Samaritan”, Jesus 

allowed the Pharisee to answer his own question. “The expert in 

the law replied, ‘The one who had mercy on him’ " (Luke 10:37).  

Jesus told him to do what he knew to do, which was to love his 

neighbor as himself.  

  

We are also told to “Be imitators of God, therefore, as dearly 

loved children and live a life of love, just as Christ loved us and 

gave himself up for us as a fragrant offering and sacrifice to God” 

(Ephesians 5:1-2) and "If you love me, you will obey what I 

command” (John 14:15).  

There are many instructions to those In Christ to follow in 

becoming imitators of God thus living in the AFTER-LIFE with 

God.  

  

“Do not love the world or anything in the world. If anyone loves 

the world, the love of the Father is not in him.  For everything in 

the world - the cravings of sinful man, the lust of his eyes and 

the boasting of what he has and does comes not from the Father 

but from the world.  The world and its desires pass away, but the 

man who does the will of God lives forever” (1 John 2:15-17).  

  

“This is how we know that we love the children of God: by loving 

God and carrying out his commands. This is love for God:  

to obey his commands. And his commands are not burdensome” 

(1 John 5:2-3).  

  

To those In Christ John wrote “This is the message we have 

heard from him and declare to you: God is light [all things good, 

things done in the open - love, truth, mercy, kindness, 

faithfulness]; in him there is no darkness [all thing evil, things 

done in secrete – hate, envy, false, vengeance, selfishness] at all. 

If we claim to have fellowship with him yet walk in the darkness, 

we lie and do not live by the truth. But if we walk in  

(Efesios 1: 7) entonces nuestra principal 

preocupación deber ser en aprender como Cristo 

desea que vivamos. Debe ser obvio que Sus 

mandamientos, enseñanzas y ejemplos deben de 

encontrarse en la Biblia. Veamos una enseñanza 

sobre esto en la siguiente parábola:  
“En esto se presentó un experto en la ley y, para 

poner a prueba a Jesús, le hizo esta pregunta: 

“Maestro”, “¿qué tengo que hacer para heredar 

la vida eterna?” Jesús replicó: ¿Qué está escrito 

en la ley? ¿Cómo la interpretas tú? Como 

respuesta el hombre citó: "Ama al Señor tu Dios 

con todo tu corazón, con todo tu ser, con todas tus 

fuerzas y con toda tu mente", y: "Ama a tu 

prójimo como a ti mismo." Bien contestado, le 

dijo Jesús. Haz eso y vivirás. Pero él quería 

justificarse, así que le preguntó a Jesús: ¿Y quién 

es mi prójimo?” (Lucas 10: 25-29)  

  
Después de contarles la parábola de “El Buen 

Samaritano”, Jesús permitió al fariseo responder su 

propia pregunta “El que se compadeció de él, 

contestó el experto en la ley.” (Lucas 10: 37) Jesús le 

dijo que haga lo que él sabía hacer, que es amar a su 

prójimo como a sí mismo.  
Se nos ha dicho también “Imiten a Dios, como hijos 

muy amados, y lleven una vida de amor, así como 

Cristo nos amó y se entregó por nosotros como 

ofrenda y sacrificio fragante para Dios.” (Efesios 5: 

1-2) y “Si ustedes me aman, obedecerán mis 

mandamientos.” (Juan 14: 15)  

  
Hay muchos mandamientos para los cristianos 

(aquellos que están en Cristo) para continuar 

transformándose en imitadores de Dios, y de esta 

manera ¡disfrutar La Vida Eterna con Dios!  
  
“No amen al mundo ni nada de lo que hay en él. Si 

alguien ama al mundo, no tiene el amor del Padre. 

Porque nada de lo que hay en el mundo, los malos 

deseos del cuerpo, la codicia de los ojos y la 

arrogancia de la vida, proviene del Padre sino del 

mundo. El mundo se acaba con sus malos deseos, 

pero el que hace la voluntad de Dios permanece para 

siempre.” (Primera de Juan 2: 15-17)  

  
“Así, cuando amamos a Dios y cumplimos sus 

mandamientos, sabemos que amamos a los hijos de  
Dios.

“We proclaim to you what we have seen and heard, so that you 

also may have fellowship with us. And our fellowship is with the 

Father and with his Son, Jesus Christ” (1 John 1:3).  

  

“If we claim to be without sin, we deceive ourselves and the 

truth is not in us. If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just 

and will forgive us our sins and purify us from all 

unrighteousness. If we claim we have not sinned, we make him 

out to be a liar and his word has no place in our lives” (1 John 

1:8-10).  

  

“Dear friends, do not believe every spirit, but test the spirits to 

see whether they are from God, because many false prophets 

have gone out into the world. This is how you can recognize the 

Spirit of God: Every spirit that acknowledges that Jesus Christ 

has come in the flesh is from God, but every spirit that does not 

acknowledge Jesus is not from God. This is the spirit of the 

antichrist, which you have heard is coming and even now is 

already in the world” (1 John 4:1-3).  

  

“Then we will no longer be infants, tossed back and forth by the 

waves, and blown here and there by every wind of teaching and 

by the cunning and craftiness of men in their deceitful scheming. 

Instead, speaking the truth in love, we will in all things grow up 

into him who is the Head, that is, Christ. From him the whole 

body, joined and held together by every supporting ligament, 

grows and builds itself up in love, as each part does its work.  So 

I tell you this, and insist on it in the Lord, that you must no 

longer live as the Gentiles do, in the futility of their thinking. 

They are darkened in their understanding and separated from 

the life of God because of the ignorance that is in them due to 

the hardening of their hearts. Having lost all sensitivity, they 

have given themselves over to sensuality so as to indulge in 

every kind of impurity, with a continual lust for more” 

(Ephesians 4:14-19).  

  

“Therefore, as God's chosen people, holy and dearly loved, 

clothe yourselves with compassion, kindness, humility, 

gentleness and patience” (Colossians 3:12).

“Queridos hermanos, no crean a cualquiera que 

pretenda estar inspirado por el Espíritu, sino 

sométanlo a prueba para ver si es de Dios, porque 

han salido por el mundo muchos falsos profetas. En 

esto pueden discernir quién tiene el Espíritu de Dios: 

todo profeta que reconoce que Jesucristo ha venido 

en cuerpo humano, es de Dios; todo profeta que no 

reconoce a Jesús, no es de Dios sino del anticristo. 

Ustedes han oído que éste viene; en efecto, ya está 

en el mundo.” (Primera de Juan 4: 1-3)  

“Así ya no seremos niños, zarandeados por las olas y 

llevados de aquí para allá por todo viento de 

enseñanza y por la astucia y los artificios de quienes 

emplean artimañas engañosas.

Por su 

acción todo el cuerpo crece y se edifica en amor, 

sostenido y ajustado por todos los ligamentos, según 

la actividad propia de cada miembro. Así que les 

digo esto y les insisto en el Señor: no vivan más con 

pensamientos frívolos como los paganos. A causa de 

la ignorancia que los domina y por la dureza de su 

corazón, éstos tienen oscurecido el entendimiento y 



están alejados de la vida que proviene de Dios.

and to brotherly kindness, love. For if you possess these qualities 

in increasing measure, they will keep you from being ineffective 

and unproductive in your knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ” (2 

Peter 1:5-8).  

  

"In the last times there will be scoffers who will follow their own 

ungodly desires." These are the men who divide you, who 

follow mere natural instincts and do not have the Spirit.  But 

you, dear friends, build yourselves up in your most holy faith 

and pray in the Holy Spirit.  Keep yourselves in God's love as you 

wait for the mercy of our Lord Jesus Christ to bring you to 

eternal life.  Be merciful to those who doubt; snatch others from 

the fire and save them; to others show mercy, mixed with fear-

hating even the clothing stained by corrupted flesh (Jude 17-

23).  

  

It is clear from the above that those in Christ must grow. 

Therefore, the critical question is “How do I grow?” in order that 

my life becomes a mirror of God’s image.  What can I do to 

become more like God continually reflecting a clearer likeness of 

his essence and nature of love, truth and justice as I grow older?

Lesson 2  
Those who believe in neither an AFTER-LIFE nor AFTER-DEATH or 

believe that everyone will live eternally with God live by the 

philosophy of:  
1. Eat, drink and be merry for tomorrow you may die.  
2. What is mine is mine. What is yours I will take if I want it.  
3. Whoever acquires the most in life wins.  
4. I fear no one, God nor man. I AM the one with the power.  

  
Consequently, they follow the action of Adam and Eve by 

yielding to their desires and doing what they want to do rather 

than what God desires.  God said to them in Genesis 2:16-17 

"Of every tree of the garden you may freely eat; but of the tree 

of the knowledge of good and evil you shall not eat, for in the 

day that you eat of it you shall surely die." But in Genesis 3:4-6, 

13 we read “Then the serpent said to the woman, ‘You will not 

surely die.  For God knows that in the day you eat of it your eyes 

ropa que haya sido contaminada por su cuerpo.”

food, that it was pleasant to the eyes, and a tree desirable to 

make one wise, she took of its fruit and ate. She also gave to her 

husband with her, and he ate.” … “And the LORD God said to the 

woman, ‘What is this you have done?’"   
James put it this way in James 1:12-15 “Blessed is the man who 

endures temptation; for when he has been approved, he will 

receive the crown of life which the Lord has promised to those 

who love Him.  Let no one say when he is tempted, "I am 

tempted by God"; for God cannot be tempted by evil, nor does 

He Himself tempt anyone. But each one is tempted when he is 

drawn away by his own desires and enticed. Then, when desire 

has conceived, it gives birth to sin; and sin, when it is fullgrown, 

brings forth death.”    

  
BY the disobedience of Adam and Eve, yielding to their desires, 

sin entered the world. “Therefore, just as through one man’s sin 

entered the world, and death through sin, and thus death spread 

to all men, because all sinned” (Romans 5:12).   

  
But there is hope “For just as you presented your members as 

slaves of uncleanness, and of lawlessness leading to more 

lawlessness, so now present your members as slaves of 

righteousness for holiness.  For when you were slaves of sin, you 

were free in regard to righteousness.  What fruit did you have 

then in the things of which you are now ashamed? For the end 

of those things is death.  But now having been set free from sin, 

and having become slaves of God, you have your fruit to 

holiness, and the end, everlasting life.  For the wages of sin is 

death” (Romans 6:19-23).  

  
The following are several references to things God considers sin, 

lawlessness, rebellion and disobedience. Those who practice 

such live for the AFTER-DEATH.    

  
Genesis 6:5-6 “And GOD saw that the wickedness of man was 

great in the earth, and that every imagination of the thoughts of 

his heart was only evil continually. And it repented the LORD 

that he had made man on the earth, and it grieved him at his 

heart.   

  
Genesis 13:13 “But the men of Sodom were wicked and sinners 

before the LORD exceedingly.”   

  
Genesis 19:4-5 “They called to Lot, "Where are the men who 

came to you tonight? Bring them out to us so that we can have 

sex with them."   

  

  

Lección 2:  Viviendo Para la Muerte Eterna (en 
el infierno)  
Aquellos que no creen en la “la vida eterna” ni en la 
“muerte eterna” o creen que vivirán eternamente 
con Dios --sin importar la manera en la que viven.  
Estos viven bajo la filosofía de los siguientes dichos:  

1. “Come y bebe que mañana moriremos”.  

2. “Lo que es mío, es mío y lo que es tuyo lo 
tomare si quiero”.  

3. “El que adquiere todo en esta vida ¡gana!”  
4. “Yo no temo a nadie, ni a Dios mismo; ¡Yo sólo 

tengo el poder!”  

Por consiguiente, ellos siguen las mismas acciones 
que Adam y Eva tomaron al ceder a sus deseos y 
hacer lo que quieren en vez de lo que Dios requiere. 
Dios les dijo en Génesis 2:16-17 “Puedes comer de 
todos los árboles del jardín, pero del árbol del 
conocimiento del bien y del mal no deberás comer. El 
día que de él comas, ciertamente morirás.” Pero en 
Génesis 3: 4-6,13 leemos “Pero la serpiente le dijo a 
la mujer: ‘¡No es cierto, no van a morir! Dios sabe 
muy bien que, cuando coman de ese árbol, se les 
abrirán los ojos y llegarán a ser como Dios, 
conocedores del bien y del mal.’ La mujer vio que el 
fruto del árbol era bueno para comer, y que tenía 
buen aspecto y era deseable para adquirir sabiduría, 
así que tomó de su fruto y comió. Luego le dio a su 
esposo, y también él comió.” …“Entonces Dios el 
SEÑOR le preguntó a la mujer: ¿Qué es lo que has 
hecho?”  

Santiago lo puso de esta manera (vea Santiago 1: 
1215) “Dichoso el que resiste la tentación porque, al 
salir aprobado, recibirá la corona de la vida que Dios 
ha prometido a quienes lo aman. Que nadie, al ser 
tentado, diga: Es Dios quien me tienta. Porque Dios 
no puede ser tentado por el mal, ni tampoco tienta 
él a nadie.
