Dr. Hawley O. Taylor has provided this answer: "Regarding
these n cases of events foretold for Israel's Messiah who
was to come, if the chances of success were even in the







case of each one, that is p (probability) equals n in every
case, then the overall probability that all n events would
find their fulfillment in one person would be p " equals
(1/2)". Thus there would be but one chance in 2 " (33
million, where n equals 25) of all these foretold events
coming true if they were mere guesses. Now a glance at
these prophecies concerning Christ reveals that they do
not all have an even chance of success, for in some
instances it is highly improbable that the event could
occur at all (as for a child to be born without a human
father). A very conservative compromise would be p
equals 1/5; and the overall probability for the n
prophecies coming true would be pn equals (1/5) " or one
chance out of a thousand trillion if n equals 25. (Modern
Science and Christian Faith, p. 178) Even if the prophecy
regarding the virgin birth be excluded, the number
remains astronomically large. Too large to assume that
this accidentally happened! Twenty-five prophecies
concerning Christ and their fulfillment, from Modern
Science and Christian Faith, pp. 179-183. Obviously,
fulfilled prophecies validate the prophecy.

Jesus came to fulfill the law and the prophets. The Old
Testament recorded the prophecy and the writers of the
New Testament clearly show their fulfillment. This is only
one of the proofs that Jesus was who He claimed to be,
God in the form of Jesus of Nazareth.

Jesus

“The Father who sent me has himself testified concerning
me. You have never heard his voice nor seen his form, nor
does his word dwell in you, for you do not believe the one
he sent. You diligently study the Scriptures because you
think that by them you possess eternal life. These are the
Scriptures [Old Testament] that testify about me” (John
5:37-39).

The Apostle Peter

Christians wear the name of Christ because Christ is their
Lord, Teacher, Guide, Savior, Redeemer, Model, High
Priest, Hope, Sacrifice for sin and much, much more. The
rock-solid foundation for our faith is the truth of Peter’s

All that needs to be known about Jesus is found in the
Bible. All of human history revolves around Him. Jesus is
the central character of the human drama. It is not
surprising that the history of the world is divided into two
spans of time: before Christ (B.C.) and after Christ (A.D.).

Therefore, the one who handed me over to
you is guilty of a greater sin’” (John 19:7-11).

What Secular Writers Say About Jesus

Lesson 2

Even though the Bible statements are proof that Jesus was
a real person, there is also considerable evidence outside
the Bible confirming that Jesus was an historical person,
just as the Bible presents him. The following external
writings by some ancient non-Christian historians
collaborate Bible statements about Jesus:

Matthew states “They had crucified him ... and sitting
down, they kept watch over him there ... from the sixth
hour until the ninth hour darkness came over all the land”
(Matthew 27:35-36; 45-46). Mark put it this way “At the
sixth hour darkness came over the whole land until the
ninth hour” (Mark 15:33).

Thallus

Thallus, a Samaritan-born historian who lived and worked
in Rome about A.D. 52, quoted by Julius Africanus, a
Christian chronographer of the late second century.!
"Thallus, in the third book of his histories, explains away
this darkness as an eclipse of the sun." Africanus stated his
objection to the report arguing that an eclipse of the sun
cannot occur during the full moon, as was the case when
Jesus died at Passover time. The force of the reference to
Thallus is that the circumstances of Jesus' death were
known and discussed in the Imperial City as early as the
middle of the first century. The fact of Jesus' crucifixion
must have been fairly well known by that time, to the
extent that unbelievers like Thallus thought it necessary to
explain the matter of the darkness as a natural
phenomenon. ... Ironically, Thallus' efforts have been
turned into the mainstream of historical proof for Jesus
and for the reliability of Mark's account of the darkness at
his death."?

Lo Que Los Escritores Seculares Dicen Acerca De Jesus

A pesar que es en la Biblia en donde Jesus es revelado, hay
evidencias considerables fuera de la Biblia que confirman
gue Jesus es una persona histdrica, asi como la Biblia lo
presenta. Estas escrituras externas corroboran lo que la
Biblia dice acerca de El. Observe algunos antiguos
historiadores quienes mencionan a Jesus:

Talio

Mateo afirma “Lo crucificaron... y se sentaron a vigilarlo...

guedo en oscuridad. (Mateo 27: 35-36, 45-46) Marcos lo
pone de esta manera: Desde el mediodia y hasta la media
tarde quedd toda la tierra en oscuridad.

Talio, un historiador Samaritano quien vivié y trabajé en
Roma aproximadamente en el afio 52 d.C., citado por Julio
Africano, un crondgrafo Cristiano de finales del segundo
siglo.! “Talio, en el tercer libro de sus historias, explica esta
oscuridad como un eclipse de sol.” Africano afirma su
objecidn a este reporte sosteniendo que un eclipse de sol
no puede ocurrir en luna llena, como fué el caso cuando
Jesus murié en el tiempo de la pascua. La fuerza de
referencia de Talio es que la circunstacias de la muerte de
Jesus fueron conocidas y discutidas en la Ciudad Imperial
en tiempos de la mitad del primer siglo. El hecho de la
crucifixion de Jesus debié haber sido de buen
conocimiento en esa época, a tal punto que no creyentes
como Talio pensaron que era necesario explicar el asunto
de la oscuridad como un fenémeno natural. ...

Mara Bar-Serapio

wise men like Socrates, Pythagoras, and the wise king of
the Jews, which the context obviously shows to be Jesus.
"What advantage did the Athenians gain from putting
Socrates to death? Famine and plague came upon them
as a judgment for their crime. What advantage did the
men of Samos gain from burning Pythagoras? In a
moment their land was covered with sand. What
advantage did the Jews gain from executing their king? It
was just after that that their kingdom was abolished. God
justly avenged these three wise men: the Athenians died
of hunger; the Samians were overwhelmed by the seas;
the Jews, ruined and driven from their land, live in
complete dispersion. ... Nor did the wise King die for good;

he lived on in the teaching which He had given".?

Cornelius Tacitus

A Roman historian living from about A.D. 50 to A.D. 100
wrote regarding Nero's fire. "Consequently, to get rid of
the report, Nero fastened the guilt and inflicted the most
exquisite tortures on a class hated for their abominations,
called Christians by the populace. Christus, from whom
the name had its origin, suffered the extreme penalty
during the reign of Tiberius at the hands of one of our

procurators, Pontius Pilatus".*

Plinius Secundus

A Roman governor in A.D. 112 wrote Emperor Trajan
"They were in the habit of meeting on a certain fixed day
before it was light, when they sang an anthem to Christ as
God, and bound themselves by a solemn oath not to
commit any wicked deed ... after which it was their
custom to separate, and then meet again to partake of
food, but food of an ordinary kind".>

Seutonius

An annalist and court official of the Imperial House during
the reign of Hadrian wrote about A.D. 120 in the Life of
Claudius. "As the Jews were making constant disturbances
at the instigation of Chrestus, he (Claudius) expelled them
from Rome."® Edward C. Wharton then states "The reason
for the fame of this quotation is due to the fact that Luke,
some sixty years earlier, had recorded this same incident
as the reason for the apostle Paul yoking up with a
Christian Jewish couple named Aquila and Priscilla (Acts
18:1-2). Again, the mention of Christ in the historical
context is observed in extra-biblical literature."’

Flavius Josephus

Josephus has an interesting observation. "There arose
about this time Jesus, a wise man, if indeed we should call
him a man; for he was a doer of marvelous deeds, a

Cornelio Tacito

Un historiador Romano que vivié aproximadamente del 50
d.C. al 100 d.C. escribié acerca del incendio de Nero.
“Consecuentemente, para deshacerce del reporte, Nero
asocié la culpa y afligidé a una clase odiada por sus
abominaciones, llamada Cristianos por el pueblo. Cristo,

The following quote from F. F. Bruce summarizes this very
clearly. "Whatever else may be thought of the evidence
from early Jewish and Gentile writers...it does at least
establish, for those who refuse the witness of Christian
writings, the historical character of Jesus himself. Some
writers may toy with the fancy of a 'Christ-myth,' but they
do not do so on the ground of historical evidence. The
historicity of Christ is as axiomatic [self-evident rd] for an
unbiased historian as the historicity of Julius Caesar. It is

not historians who propagate the ‘Christ-myth’ theories.”

Jesus’ Early Life

Lesson 3

God through the prophet Isaiah stated "The Lord himself
will give you a sign: The virgin will be with child and will
give birth to a son, and will call him Immanuel” (Isaiah
7:14).

Then God sent the angel Gabriel to Nazareth, a town in
Galilee, to a virgin pledged to be married to a man named
Joseph, a descendant of David. The virgin's name was
Mary. The angel went to her and said, "Greetings, you
who are highly favored! The Lord is with you (Luke
1:2628).

His mother Mary was pledged to be married to Joseph,
but before they came together, she was found to be with
child through the Holy Spirit. Because Joseph her husband
was a righteous man and did not want to expose her to
public disgrace, he had in mind to divorce her quietly. But
after he had considered this, an angel of the Lord
appeared to him in a dream and said, "Joseph son of
David, do not be afraid to take Mary home as your wife,
because what is conceived in her is from the Holy Spirit.
She will give birth to a son, and you are to give him the
name Jesus, because he will save his people from their
sins (Matthew 1:18-21).

All this took place to fulfill what the Lord had said through
the prophet: “The virgin will be with child and will give
birth to a son, and they will call him Immanuel” - which
means, God with us (Matthew 1:23).

Birth

In those days Caesar Augustus issued a decree that a
census should be taken of the entire Roman world. (This
was the first census that took place while Quirinius was
governor of Syria.) And everyone went to his own town to
register. So, Joseph also went up from the town of
Nazareth in Galilee to Judea, to Bethlehem the town of
David, because he belonged to the house and line of
David. He went there to register with Mary, who was
pledged to be married to him and was expecting a child.
While they were there, the time came for the baby to be
born, and she gave birth to her firstborn, a son. She
wrapped him in cloths and placed him in a manger,
because there was no room for them in the inn (Luke 2:1-
7).

The scroll of the prophet Isaiah was handed to
him. Unrolling it, he found the place where it is written:
‘The Spirit of the Lord is on me, because he has anointed
me to preach good news to the poor. He has sent me to
proclaim freedom for the prisoners and recovery of sight
for the blind, to release the oppressed, to proclaim the
year of the Lord's favor.’

His Parables

money could not comprehend their meaning.

curiosity, trying to see "what's in it for me?" or with desire
for political power if He was to be king. Some may have
believed He could be the Messiah. The witnesses to His
miracles can be divided into three groups:

The Recipient of the Miracle

Surely all were filled with joy and gladness and most
glorified God. The one notable exception was the
cleansing of the ten lepers nine of which did not return
to give God glory.

Those Witnessing the Miracle

The witnesses not only observed the miracle; they
recognized man's limitations noting that only through
God's power could such miracles be performed. They
praised God and glorified Him.

The Religious Leaders

The religious leaders were commonly referred to as the
Scribes and Pharisees. They had wealth, power, prestige
and praise of men. They believed Jesus was going to
destroy their nation, their position and power.
Consequently, they refused to acknowledge He was
from above or that any of the miracles He performed
were from God. They attributed them to the power of
the Devil. They wanted to kill Him but feared the
people who believed He was from God. Finally, they
violated many of their own traditions and laws, (trial on
the Sabbath, seeking false witnesses, paying money for
his capture but refusing it when returned
acknowledging it was "blood money"). Ultimately, they
said "Let Him come down from the cross and we will
believe in Him". Instead of coming down from the cross
He came back to life after dying and they still refused to
believe in Him.

His Enemies

The scriptures identify those opposed to Christ during His
Earthly ministry and opposed to His church following His
resurrection and ascension.

Herod (The Great)

“Where is the one who has been born king of the Jews?
We saw his star in the east and have come to worship
him”. ... When King Herod heard this he was disturbed ...
He sent them to Bethlehem and said, “Go and make a
careful search for the child. As soon as you find him,
report to me, so that | too may go and worship him”. ...
When Herod realized that he had been outwitted by the
Magi, he was furious, and he gave orders to kill all the

The Devil (Satan)

Then Jesus was led by the Spirit into the desert to be
tempted by the devil. After fasting forty days and forty
nights, he was hungry. The tempter came to him and said,
“If you are the Son of God,” ... Again, the devil took him to
a very high mountain and showed him all the kingdoms of
the world and their splendor. “All this | will give you,” he
said, “if you will bow down and worship me”. Jesus said to
him, “Away from me, Satan! For it is written: 'Worship the
Lord your God, and serve him only’." Then the devil left
him, and angels came and attended him (Matthew 4:1-3;
8-11).

Citizens of Nazareth (Hometown folks)

Now it came to pass, when Jesus had finished these
parables, that He departed from there. When He had
come to His own country, He taught them in their
synagogue, so that they were astonished and said, 'Where
did this Man get this wisdom and these mighty works? Is
this not the carpenter's son? Is not His mother called
Mary? And His brothers James, Joses, Simon, and Judas?
And His sisters, are they not all with us? Where then did
this Man get all these things?' So, they were offended at
Him (Matthew 13:53-57 NKJV).

Judas Iscariot (One of the Apostles)

Then one of the twelve, called Judas Iscariot, went to the
chief priests and said, "What are you willing to give me if |
deliver Him to you?" And they counted out to him thirty
pieces of silver. So, from that time he sought opportunity
to betray Him (Matthew 26:14-16 26:3-4 NKJV).

Pharisees, Chief Priests, Elders, Scribes and Council

As they went out, behold, they brought to Him a man,
mute and demon-possessed. And when the demon was
cast out, the mute spoke. And the multitudes marveled,
saying, “It was never seen like this in Israel!” ... But the
Pharisees said, “He casts out demons by the ruler of the
demons”. ... behold, there was a man who had a withered
hand. And they asked Him, saying, “Is it lawful to heal on
the Sabbath?” — that they might accuse Him. Then He
said to them, "What man is there among you who has one
sheep, and if it falls into a pit on the Sabbath, will not lay
hold of it and lift it out? Of how much more value then, is
a man than a sheep? Therefore, it is lawful to do good on
the Sabbath." Then He said to the man, "Stretch out your
hand." And he stretched it out, and it was restored as
whole as the other. Then the Pharisees went out and
plotted against Him, how they might destroy Him. ... Now
when the chief priests and Pharisees heard

Crucifixion

Then Jesus spoke to the multitudes and to His disciples,
saying: “The scribes and the Pharisees sit in Moses' seat.
Therefore, whatever they tell you to observe, that observe
and do, but do not do according to their works; for they
say, and do not do" ... "But woe to you, scribes and
Pharisees, hypocrites! For you shut up the kingdom of
heaven against men; for you neither go in yourselves, nor
do you allow those who are entering to go in." ... Then the
chief priests, the scribes, and the elders of the people
assembled at the palace of the high priest, who was called
Caiaphas, and plotted to take Jesus by trickery and kill Him
(Matthew 23:1-3; 13-14 NKJV).

And those who had laid hold of Jesus led Him away to
Caiaphas the high priest, where the scribes and the elders
were assembled. But Peter followed Him at a distance to
the high priest's courtyard. And he went in and sat with
the servants to see the end. Now the chief priests, the
elders, and all the council sought false testimony against
Jesus to put Him to death, but found none. Even though
many false witnesses came forward, they found none
(Matthew 26:57-60 NKJV).

Lesson 5

Arrest

Jesus said to the chief priests, the temple guard, and the
elders, who had come for him, ‘Am | leading a rebellion,
that you have come with swords and clubs? Every day |
was with you in the temple courts, and you did not lay a
hand on me. But this is your hour-when darkness reigns.
Then seizing him, they led him away and took him into the
house of the high priest (Luke 22:52-54).

Jews Mock Trial

The men who were guarding Jesus began mocking and
beating him. They blindfolded him and demanded,
“Prophesy! Who hit you?” And they said many other
insulting things to him. At daybreak the council of the
elders of the people, both the chief priests and teachers of
the law, met together, and Jesus was led before them.

“If you are the Christ,” they said, “tell us.” Jesus answered,
“If I tell you, you will not believe me, and if | asked you,
you would not answer. But from now on, the Son of Man
will be seated at the right hand of the mighty God.” They
all asked, “Are you then the Son of God?” He replied, “You
are right in saying | am.” Then they said,

‘Why do we need any more testimony? We have heard it
from his own lips" (Luke 22:63-71).

Roman Trial

Pilate then went back inside the palace, summoned Jesus
and asked him, “Are you the king of the Jews?” “Is that
your own idea,” Jesus asked, “or did others talk to you
about me?” “Am | a Jew?” Pilate replied. “It was your
people and your chief priests who handed you over to me.
What is it you have done?” Jesus said, “My kingdom is
not of this world. If it were, my servants would fight to
prevent my arrest by the Jews. But now my kingdom is
from another place.” “You are a king, then!” said Pilate.
Jesus answered, “You are right in saying | am a king. In
fact, for this reason | was born, and for this | came into
the world, to testify to the truth. Everyone on the side of
truth listens to me” (John 18:33-37)

Pilate called together the chief priests, the rulers and the
people, and said to them, “You brought me this man as
one who was inciting the people to rebellion. | have
examined him in your presence and have found no basis
for your charges against him. Neither has Herod, for he

Frecuentemente grandes multitudes siguieron a Jesus,
quizas para saber si “¢hay algo para mi?” o solo curiosos o
con el deseo de poder politico si El se convirtiera en rey.
Algunos pudieron haber creido que El era el mesias. Estos
testigos pueden ser divididos en tres grupos:

Los Que Reciben el Milagro

De seguro todos fueron llenados de gozo y alegria y
muchos glorificaron a Dios. La notable excepciéon fue el
limpiado de los diez leprosos, de los cuales nueve no
retornaron para dar gloria a Dios.

Aquellos Testigos del Milagro

Los testigos no solo observaron el milagro; ellos
reconocieron las limitaciones del hombre notando que
solo mediante el poder de Dios aquellos milagros pudieron
ser realizados.

release him.” With one voice they cried out, “Away with
this man! Release Barabbas to us!” (Barabbas had been
thrown into prison for an insurrection in the city, and for
murder.) Wanting to release Jesus, Pilate appealed to
them again. But they kept shouting, “Crucify him! Crucify
him!” For the third time he spoke to them: “Why? What
crime has this man committed? | have found in him no
grounds for the death penalty. Therefore, | will have him
punished and then release him." But with loud shouts
they insistently demanded that he be crucified, and their
shouts prevailed. So, Pilate decided to grant their demand
(Luke 23:13-24).

While Pilate was sitting on the judge's seat, his wife sent
him this message: “Don't have anything to do with that
innocent man, for | have suffered a great deal today in a
dream because of him” (Matthew 27:19).

Wanting to satisfy the crowd, Pilate released Barabbas to
them. He had Jesus flogged, and handed him over to be
crucified (Mark 15:15).

The soldiers led Jesus away into the palace (that is, the
Praetorium) and called together the whole company of
soldiers. They put a purple robe on him, then twisted
together a crown of thorns and set it on him. And they
began to call out to him, “Hail, king of the Jews!” Again
and again they struck him on the head with a staff and spit
on him. Falling on their knees, they paid homage to him.
And when they had mocked him, they took off the purple
robe and put his own clothes on him. Then they led him
out to crucify him (Mark 15:15-20).

They came to a place called Golgotha (which means The
Place of the Skull). There they offered Jesus wine to drink,
mixed with gall; but after tasting it, he refused to drink it.
When they had crucified him, they divided up his clothes
by casting lots. And sitting down, they kept watch over
him there. Above his head they placed the written charge
against him: THIS IS JESUS, THE KING OF THE JEWS
(Matthew 27:33-37).

It was the third hour [9:00 AM] when they crucified him.
The written notice of the charge against him read: THE
KING OF THE JEWS (Mark 15:25-27).

At the sixth hour [noon] darkness came over the whole
land until the ninth hour. And at the ninth hour Jesus cried
out in a loud voice, “Eloi, Eloi, lama sabachthani?” - which
means, My God, my God, why have you forsaken me
(Mark 15:33-34)?

When some of those standing near heard this, they said,
“Listen, he's calling Elijah.” One man ran, filled a sponge
with wine vinegar, put it on a stick, and offered it to Jesus
to drink. “Now leave him alone. Let's see if Elijah comes to
take him down,” he said. With a loud cry, Jesus breathed
his last. The curtain of the temple was torn in two from
top to bottom. And when the centurion, who stood there
in front of Jesus, heard his cry and saw how he died, he
said, "Surely this man was the Son of God (Mark 15:35-
39)!

It was Preparation Day (that is, the day before the
Sabbath). So as evening approached, Joseph of
Arimathea, a prominent member of the Council, who was
himself waiting for the kingdom of God, went boldly to
Pilate and asked for Jesus' body. Pilate was surprised to
hear that he was already dead. Summoning the centurion,
he asked him if Jesus had already died. When he learned
from the centurion that it was so, he gave the body to
Joseph. So Joseph bought some linen cloth, took down
the body, wrapped it in the linen, and placed it in a tomb
cut out of rock. Then he rolled a stone against the
entrance of the tomb (Mark 15:42-46).

Resurrection

After the Sabbath, at dawn on the first day of the week,
Mary Magdalene and the other Mary went to look at the
tomb.

His Message

Lesson 7

In the beginning and for five days God spoke everything
into existence concluding that it was good. On the sixth
day “God said, "Let us make man in our image, in our
likeness” (Genesis 1:26). So, They, God, created man,
male and female, from the ground previously spoken into
existence. Man was even able to talk to God. Man was
given instructions to take care of the place God had placed
him upon the earth.

“You see, at just the right time, when we
were still powerless, Christ died for the ungodly”







(Romans 5:7).

Three apostles, Paul, Peter and John, wrote about Christ’s
sinlessness and sacrifice to take away sins of the world.
“We implore you on Christ's behalf: Be reconciled to God.
God made him who had no sin to be sin for us, so that in
him we might become the righteousness of God.” (2
Corinthians 5:20-21) “Christ suffered for you, leaving you
an example, that you should follow in his steps. He
committed no sin, and no deceit was found in his mouth"
(1 Peter 2:21-22). “But you know that he appeared so that
he might take away our sins. And in him is no sin” (1 John
3:5).

John the Baptist was "A voice of one calling in the desert,
'Prepare the way for the Lord, make straight paths for
him' (Matthew 3:3). He said "l baptize you with water for
repentance. But after me will come one who is more
powerful than |, whose sandals | am not fit to carry. He will
baptize you with the Holy Spirit and with fire. His
winnowing fork is in his hand, and he will clear his
threshing floor, gathering his wheat into the barn and
burning up the chaff with unquenchable fire" (Matthew
3:11-12).

Following His baptism by John to fulfill all righteousness
and overcoming the temptations put before Him by Satan,
Jesus returned to Galilee and then went to

Nazareth. In their synagogue He took a scroll and
“Unrolling it, he found the place where it is written: ‘The
Spirit of the Lord is on me, because he has anointed me to
preach good news to the poor. He has sent me to
proclaim freedom for the prisoners and recovery of sight
for the blind, to release the oppressed, to proclaim the
year of the Lord's favor” Then he rolled up the scroll, gave
it back to the attendant and sat down. The eyes of
everyone in the synagogue were fastened on him, and he
began by saying to them, ‘Today this scripture is fulfilled
in your hearing’ (Luke 4:17-21).

So what is this “good news to the poor” He preached? It
was and still is — God became flesh and blood like all other
human beings. He was born of woman but conceived by
an act of the Holy Spirit not by man. “He grew in wisdom
and stature, and in favor with God and men” and stated “I
must be about My Father's business”

(Luke 2:49 NKJV and Luke 2:52 NIV) The business of the
Father was to bring all men back into a righteous
relationship with Them before sin entered the world. To
do this a perfect sacrifice must be made and man must
change from a life of self-seeking and rebellion to one of
trust, obedience and reverence in the one who could
