Summary

We see that Jesus is the Lord of all, and that, in practice, this truth means that he is the one who
controls the life of the true Christian. You cannot think about being a Christian without bowing before
Jesus, and surrendering the control of your life into his hands. Nobody can become a Christian without
deciding to obey Him. The Christian's goal is to be like him and obedient to him in everything. But
remember the high price Jesus paid to be your Lord. He gave his life for you and now requires that you



Ask yourself if you are ready to call Jesus Lord, knowing the
commitment that this confession implies in your life.

Summary

You should now know that you, like the rest of us, are a sinner who deserves God’s condemnation and
death.

Summary

For you to leave behind the world of sin and become a Christian, you must hear and understand the
good news of Jesus Christ. Believe that Jesus is the Son of God who lived a sinless life, died on the cross
in your place, and then rose from the dead on the third day. You must repent of your sins, deciding
sincerely that you are going to live in submission to the Lord Jesus. You must confess Him as Lord and
be baptized (immersed) in water, in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins. By doing
this, you begin the Christian life, free of the fear of God's punishment and secure in the hope of eternal
life in Christ. Stop now and reflect on your need to become a Christian. If you have already been
converted to Christ, ask yourself if your conversion was according to the Bible or not. But before
making such an important decision, you should know about the commitment that the true Christian
assumes.

Jesus, his Son, purifies us from all sin.”

This life is maintained as long as you continue to walk in the light (loving the
brothers, obeying Jesus, and believing the doctrine of Christ). This is the life worthy of the Lord. Reflect
a while on the value and beauty of the truly Christian life. Don't be deceived by the life of some so-
called “Christians” who profess it but do not live it. Jesus calls us to live the higher life, the life that is
worthy of him.

These shall be punished with everlasting destruction from the
presence of the Lord and from the glory of His power...”

These passages should motivate you to think seriously about your decision to obey the gospel of Jesus
Christ. Meditate about this before making any decision but notice the urgency of being saved.
Remember that no one knows the day or the hour when the Lord will return. The decision is yours. Do
you really want to become a true Christian, freed from the guilt of sin? Do you want to escape death
and enter into eternal life?

Those who accept God’s message are added by God to Christ’s Body, His Church.

Mark 1:14-15 Jesus came to Galilee, preaching the gospel of the kingdom of God, and saying, "The
time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of God is at hand. Repent, and believe in the gospel."

Matthew 6:33-34 “But seek first the kingdom of God and His righteousness, and all these things shall
be added to you. Therefore, do not worry about tomorrow, for tomorrow will worry about its own
things.

Romans 6:16-19 “Do you not know that to whom you present yourselves slaves to obey, you are that
one's slaves whom you obey, whether of sin leading to death, or of obedience leading to
righteousness?

And having been set free from sin, you became
slaves of righteousness. | speak in human terms because of the weakness of your flesh.”

“For just as you presented your members as slaves of uncleanness, and of lawlessness leading to more
lawlessness, so now present your members as slaves of righteousness for holiness.”

Acts 4:10-12 “Let it be known to you all, and to all the people of Israel, that by the name of Jesus
Christ of Nazareth, whom you crucified, whom God raised from the dead, by Him this man stands here
before you whole. This is the 'stone which was rejected by you builders, which has become the chief
cornerstone.' Nor is there salvation in any other, for there is no other name under heaven given
among men by which we must be saved."
